Essay: "Economics as a science".

The economy appeared in our life from the first days of human existence, initially the
economy was not considered a science, it was a simple process, the expense of some
materials, for example. The economy itself is translated from ancient Greek as-household
or how to run a household in your own home.

If you look from a scientific point of view, then economics is a theory whose task is to
develop a rule for using limited resources to optimize the desires of customers. Roughly
speaking, use our material completely and make the maximum quantity of goods. But if
you look from the other side, the economy is not just a theory, it is also a system of
management, that is, practice. And probably the most important thing in the economy is
production, production happens:

1. Material (something that you can touch with your hands):

e Production of material goods (laptop, mug, table);
e Material services (transport services, trade).

2. Intangible (something that cannot be touched by hands, or, in other words, intellectual
good)

e Intangible services (education, health care);
e Intangible goods (Concert, painting).

Now let's analyze the reproduction cycle (for example, apples):
1. Production (grow an orchard);

2. Distribution (Distribution of apples to specific stores);



3. Exchange (Exchange of apples for TV);
4. The consumer (use of the product).

The science of economics itself works by consuming something, if there is a need, then
the economy will make a product. The product itself in the economy is meant as a
product made for sale, which can be effectively sold for money or exchanged for another
thing. The main task of the economy is to maintain an efficient economy and optimal use
of resources. And if we consider the subject of economics, then these are the connections
that arise in the process of economic development.

Also, if we are talking about economics as a science, we should definitely talk about
microeconomics and macroeconomics. Microeconomics itself is the science of the
economy as a whole, and macroeconomics is about consumer segments, about a
particular market.

Thus, it became clear what economics is as a science, what is produced for material and
non-material good. The product reproduction cycle was also analyzed and
macroeconomics and microeconomics were briefly considered.
